INTRODUCTION

And thanksgiving is how you war
from rest, how you reclaim your peace, how you
decree that Christ reigns over every sphere.
As you engage these pages, don’t whisper,
decree. 

Don’t repeat—reign. Let your thanksgiving
become thunder in the spirit realm. Thank Him
until anxiety dissolves, until hope awakens, until
your perspective mirrors Heaven’s.

The Word is your weapon.
The Holy Spirit is your wind.

Step into the courts of Heaven with your mouth
filled with praise and your heart anchored in
promise. Let thanksgiving crown your warfare,
clothe your prayers, and command your day.

Declaration:

Thank You for placing Your blessing on our
home. I praise You that righteousness displaces
strife and that Your favour settles on our
address. Thank You that generational curses are
broken and Your goodness rests on us.

(Proverbs 24:3)

Declaration:

Thank You for the wisdom that builds our home
and the understanding that secures it. I bless
You for strategies in parenting, finances, work,
and relationships. Thank You that our house
stands strong in every season, ordered by Your
insight.

Declaration:
