DECLARATIONS

Deuteronomy 8:18
“And you shall remember the Lord your God, for it is
He who gives you power to get wealth, that He may
establish His covenant which He swore to your fathers,
as it is this day.”

Declaration:

I decree and I declare that the covenant-keeping
God empowers my hands to create wealth. Every
demonic embargo against my increase is broken. I
walk in divine intelligence, ideas, and strategies
from heaven. The power to produce, multiply, and
sustain is activated in my life in the name of Jesus.

Deuteronomy 28:11—12
“The Lord will open to you His good treasure, the
heavens, to give the rain to your land in its season,
and to bless all the work of your hand. You shall lend
to many nations, but you shall not borrow.”

Declaration:

I decree and I declare that the heavens over my life
are open. My land receives rain and supernatural
favour.

I am a kingdom
financier raised for end-time purposes. Every
spiritual drought in my life is over. Abundance from
God flows without resistance in my life in the name
of Jesus.

Declaration:

Success from God is my inheritance in
the name of Jesus.

Psalm 1:3
He shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water,
that brings forth its fruit in its season, whose leaf also
shall not wither; and whatever he does shall prosper.

Declaration:
I decree and I declare that God plants me by the
rivers of provision. I am rooted in God’s supply.



My fruit will not fail, my seasons will not dry up,
and my prosperity will not wither. Every drought
assigned to my destiny is reversed by fire in the
name of Jesus.

3 John 1:2
Beloved, I pray that you may prosper in all things and
be in health, just as your soul prospers.

Declaration:

I decree and I declare total prosperity in every
dimension of my being. My mind, my health and
my resources are aligned with God’s order. I cast
down poverty, sickness and lack. I live in the
overflow of God’s abundance in the name of Jesus.

Proverbs 10:22
“The blessing of the Lord makes one rich, and He adds
no sorrow with it.”

Declaration:

I decree and I declare that sorrow and strife is far
from my prosperity. The blessing of the Lord
clothes me with increase. I renounce every
counterfeit wealth, and I lay hold of godly riches
that come with peace, joy and lasting stability in
the name of Jesus.



Psalm 9o:17
“And let the beauty of the Lord our God be upon us,
and establish the work of our hands for us; yes,
establish the work of our hands.”

Declaration:

I decree and I declare that the beauty of the Lord
overshadows my labour. My hands are sanctified
for productivity. I silence the voice of loss and
failure. My work is established, endorsed and
enlarged by God’s authority in the name of Jesus.

Isaiah 45:3
“I will give you the treasures of darkness and hidden
riches of secret places, that you may know that I, the
Lord, who call you by your name, am the God of
Israel.”

Declaration:

I decree and I declare that hidden treasures are
revealed to me. I access intelligence and creative
ideas from God. Every secret of wealth locked in
darkness is unveiled by the light of the Holy Spirit. I
possess opportunities from God that others
overlook in the name of Jesus.

Psalm 35:27
“Let the Lord be magnified, who has pleasure in the
prosperity of His servant.”



Declaration:

I decree and I declare that my prosperity brings
glory to God. I will not apologize for His increase in
my life. God rejoices over my fruitfulness, and the
Lord delights in the works of my hands in the name
of Jesus.

Philippians 4:19
“And my God shall supply all your need according to
His riches in glory by Christ Jesus.”

Declaration:

I decree and I declare that every need in my life is
fully supplied by the riches of Jesus Christ. I will not
live by the economy of this world. My supply is
drawn from heavenly resources, and there is no
shortage in my Father’s house in the name of Jesus.

2 Corinthians 9:8

Declaration:

Psalm 112:1-3

Declaration:

I decree and I declare that wealth and riches reside
permanently in my house. My generation is blessed
and mighty. I fear the Lord and walk uprightly.
Therefore, the prosperity of God is established in
my lineage in the name of Jesus.

Isaiah 60:5
“Then you shall see and become radiant, and your
heart shall swell with joy; because the abundance of
the sea shall be turned to you, the wealth of the
Gentiles shall come to you.”

Declaration:

I decree and I declare that God causes wealth to be
transferred to me. I call forth resources from the
north, south, east and west.



Every godly inheritance that is being withheld from
me, it is released to me now. I receive abundance
from unexpected places in the name of Jesus.

Genesis 26:12-13
“Then Isaac sowed in that land, and reaped in the
same year a hundredfold; and the Lord blessed him.

Declaration:

I decree and I declare that my sowing yields
supernatural harvests. My increase is continuous
and irreversible. I am blessed in famine, favoured
in scarcity, and my prosperity multiplies until I
overflow in the name of Jesus.

Job 22:28
“You will also declare a thing, and it will be
established for you; so light will shine on your ways.”

Declaration:

I decree and I declare that my prophetic utterances
establish prosperity. I speak light into every dark
financial situation in my life. The works of my
hands respond to the sound of my voice. Wealth
and favour align to God’s order in my life now in
the name of Jesus.



Conclusion

In this season, I walk in the revelation that
prosperity is not luck, it is lineage.
